This product in mhos is the reciprocal of
resistance in ohms. The mho is o measure of conductance , and
is a geologic parameter. Most swamps yield Grade | anomalies
but highly conducting clays can give Grade 2 anomalies. The
multi - coil anomaly shapes often allow surfoce conductors to
be recognized, and these are indicatéd by the letter S on this map.
The remaining Grade | ond 2 anomalies could be weak bedrock
conductors. The higher grades indicate increasingly higher
conductances. Examples: The ore bodies ot the Magusi River camp
yield Grade 4 anomaolies, while Mattabi and Whistle give Grade 5.
Graphite and sulphides can span all grades but, in this survey
area , field work may show that the different qrades indicate
different types of conductors.
